The Xenia Area Community Theater
has reached the point where we
must have additional personnel in the
technical department. For the past
five years | have been able to run
both lights and sound for most of the
plays we have performed. However,
the plays are be coming more
complex and we need  extra
operational people for lights  and
sound.

As a light and sound operator, you
will be required to attend at least two
rehearsals before and each rehearsal
of tech week. Tech week is normally
Monday through Thursday before the

performances on Friday, Saturday

and the Sunday matinee. Th e last
three performances are the following
weekend for a total of six
performances.

A script will be provided with all lights
and sound cues marked.
